But how do you figure 0.7%, where mightntbia¢y go, and what
good can come from your faithful stewardship?

MDGs. Let's take the example of Rich’s contributions. He has a grasméncf $58,000 a year. To figure

0.7% you take 58,000 x 0.007 (the decimal equivalent of 0.7%). 58,000 x 0.007 = $406 a year. Let's say he
wants to give one donation for each of the 8 MDG goals.
